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FLUTe Fielding Technician job description
This position requires a minimum of a high school level of education, mathematical skills, and good mechanical skills.  Good physical strength is required and overall good health for tolerance of work in a wide range of conditions from hot to cold weather, in rain or snow.
The primary duty is to assist in the field installation of FLUTe systems at contaminated ground water sites.  Duties will also include maintenance of fielding equipment, fabrication of plumbing systems, and performance of prototype testing and other related duties during those periods when not in the field.

The incumbent is required to lift heavy loads and to operate the installation equipment for FLUTe systems.  Must be able to operate common construction equipment with good manual dexterity. A good driving record is required in order to be insurable.  Careful regard of safety procedures is required.  Some work may be done on scaffolding of 5-20 ft.
May travel to sites 3-4 days a week with up to a week-long stay, or more, on occasion.  However, the fielding duties are usually within a 200 mile radius and may be mixed with periods of fabrication and prototype testing in the main facility.  Must complete an OSHA certificate of training for hazardous site operations (the 40 hr. training will be provided at FLUTe expense).  The OSHA certification also requires passing a physical fitness test for the use of respirators, etc...  Incumbent must be able to obtain a valid passport for work outside of the USA if required.
Of special need is the ability to follow explicit instructions and to learn field installation procedures.  Incumbent will be required to work at times without an immediate supervisor and must be able to work well with customers.  This requires a reasonably neat and well groomed appearance.  Substance abuse testing may be required as determined by FLUTe or FLUTe customers.
The working hours for this position are normally 8 AM to 5 PM, Monday thru Friday.  However, fielding operations may require different hours.  The pay range for this position is normally from $15-25/hr. depending upon training and experience.  Overtime is commonly paid during fielding operations.
The place of work is the FLUTe office in Warminster, PA.  The immediate supervisor is the office/field manager of that office.

Benefits include health insurance, dental insurance, a retirement contribution plan, 10 days of vacation per year and 11 paid holidays.  Special clothing requirements are provided by FLUTe.
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
